• On Dec 16, 1773, (page 18), PR pretended to be an Indian.  DO you 

remember the event and why he dressed as an Indian? 
 
• Do you know what PR is most known for in history?   Paul was to cross the 

Charles River and to alarm the citizens that the British were coming.  They 
would be ready to fight so the people that PR warned could arm themselves. 

 
• Two lanterns in the North Tower were to be hung in the steeple meant what?  

the English were coming by water.  One lantern if they were coming by land.

• PR rode on his Big Ride.  what happened on this ride?  English officers tried
